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There are negative stereotypes about Greek life and it can be showed with hard numbers that Greece is changing. 75% of the Greek population is in favor of the Euro and a coalition government with two thirds of the parliament has agreed to this harsh austerity measures. Figures from International organizations show that Greece is slowly but surely from the crisis.

Tassos Giannitis emphasized that in Greece there were too many officers and that the expenses were too high, on the other hand, the construction of the Euro is not in order. That is something known in Europe and that is a problem that must be "tackled" soon. After formation of the new government of Papademos are many measures taken to reduce the debt of Greece. By these measures, wage spending in the public and the private sector reduced by 30% to 45%. Pensions were twice times reduced (total 40%) and the age of the pensioners moved up to 67 years. In addition, the salaries of officials reduced drastically and around 150,000 people have been fired. Wihin less than two years, unemployment is now increased from 460,000 to over 1,000,000 and anyone who gets fired receives a year a payment of € 400 per month, then stops that benefit.

Investments are down by 40% and the Greek economy has shrunk by 16%. Tp compete again in Europe, Tassos Giannitsis's was talking about an internal devaluation that has taken forced. Thus, there must be reformed in many industries such as healthcare, energy, transportation and many other professional groups. In the case of Greece, the knowledge and experience will be used of countries like France, Germany and the Netherlands. Thus France assist Greece with the national administration, Germany with local administration and the Netherlands with fiscal and cadastral records. These are major changes that will have results very soon, because after two and half years of malaise the Greek population crave now positive news.

Meanwhile, the elections are approaching. This will probably be held in early May. According to Tassos Giannitsis 
it is to be expected that another coalition government will emerge between the two major parties PASOK and New Democracy Party and that the current program will continue. Surveys conducted in Greece by major survey agencies are kept indicate that people are not backing all these measures, but they understand that they are necessary to the country from the crisis to help. The polls clearly show that both major parties lost much voters, but together they have enough votes to have a strong majority government.

The Greek economy should start growing again and the McKinsey report shows steps that Greece the next 10 years can take to regain a competitive country. There are opportunities in the existing economic sectors such as tourism, energy, food industry, agriculture and wholesale and retail. There are also "rising stars" such as the McKinsey report calls it, that include the production of generic medicines, the fishing industry, medical vacations and elderly care, transport and processing of waste etc.
Especially mentioned was the Helios project involving solar and wind energy that will provide. Tassos Giannitsis said that Greece is in point of exploiting oil and gas. There are 3 or four sources, and these quantities will be certainly able to contribute to further solution of the economic problem. International companies are currently investigating the possibilities and how large the quantities will be, will soon be announced.

Giannitsis find the unemployment among the young of approximately between 40% and 50% a major problem. It is not only a great social and economic problem but also a political problem. One speaks of a lost generation who resorts abroad will ultimately find resorts abroad. But that far it should not come. He hopes that the measures taken now will lead ultimately to economic growth and ultimately will offer young people the chance to stay in Greece. Departure of young people can be viewed as capital that is lost and these youngsters should be encouraged at all costs to stay in Greece. The government has programs to train youth and programs for creating new jobs, often subsidized by the EU. These programs are not comprehensive enough, as the crisis that Greece is experiencing is not an ordinary crisis, but an extreme crisis. It is mainly young people and those over 50 who are affected by the economic crisis. But the over-50s have had the chance to build some reserves, the youth, however, have nothing.

The crisis not only affected the workers and pensioners, but also the self-employed; the crisis caused the closure of small and large companies. This is due to the fact that many people have no money to spend and those who have money have become cautious, they would not dare to spend money because there is uncertainty about the future. When the credibility and confidence comes back, people will spend money again and trade will growth again. The property market has collapsed, because there's no demand for houses anymore. The problems are to see in various levels of society. Many people can not repay their mortgages. Those who have a debt to € 200,000 are protected by law and for them a solution is searched. The banks do understand that it makes no sense to grab the houses of those people as there is no demand for real estate. So, therefore the banks and the homeowners should to sit down around the table together and reach a solution.
Tasos Giannitisis finally explained that the mortgage of the Greeks in the private sector is very low and belongs to the lowest in Europe. The public sector debt, however, is sky high and this is the biggest problem in Greece.
