Belief and reason
A system of thought based on religion, determined by church, was 500 years ago a characteristic of an era between Antiquity and Modern period. The earthly existence was minor and life was focused on the afterlife. Because everyone was a member of the church, the clergy could affect everyone from the pulpit. The European humanist Pico della Mirandola put the following words on the nature and destiny of man into the mouth of the Supreme Being: 

“We have made you a creature neither of heaven nor of earth, neither mortal nor immortal, in order that you may, as the free and proud shaper of your own being, fashion yourself in the form you may prefer. It will be in your power to descend to the lower, brutish forms of life; you will be able, through your own decision, to rise again to the superior orders whose life is divine”.

9. no oppression or intimidation;

10. to comply to world wide values.
